Liszt's orchestral portraits of Faust, Marguerite and Mephistopheles positively leap

off the page in this vital, richly characterised account of the Goethe-inspired

symphony: the Weimar brass glow and growl in the opening movement depicting

Faust's torment, principal oboe and viola are on eloquent form when portraying

Marguerite's innocence, and the devilish scherzo is given with dazzling clarity. Boris

Lyatoshinsky's 1955 symphonic poem Grazhyna (which Karabits has previously

recorded in Bournemouth) looks like a non sequitur on paper, but the kinship with

Liszt's soundworld is striking.
